BACKGROUND:

Congent Business Intelligence understands that your privacy is important to you and that you
care about how your personal data is used and shared online.

3. What Does This Policy Cover?

All personal data is processed and stored securely, for no longer than is
necessary in light of the reason(s) for which it was first collected.

Our use of your personal data will always have a lawful basis, either because
it is necessary for Our performance of a contract with you, because you have
consented to Our use of your personal data (e.g. by subscribing to emails), or
because it is in Our legitimate interests.

10. How Can You Control Your Data?
